Studio Master Classes – Studio Class meets on Mondays and Fridays from 11:30 -12:30 pm.  Selected topics and assignments for studio class will be announced as well as posted on my door (SFA 109).  Studio classes will include a mixture of performance, technique, excerpts, and special topics.  Participation in these classes is expected of all MTSU flutists that are taking applied flute lessons.  These classes are part of your education and your attendance and participation will be reflected in your grade.
Semester Projects - Technique/Project Requirements
1) Video Log – Each student will turn in 3 video logs for the semester.  They should be 7 minutes or less and sent to me by each assigned date.  Late videos are not accepted (= F for the assignment grade).  Deadlines include (1) February 1st (2) March 1st, (3) April 5th. Please send thoughtful, well prepared Videos, youtube, drobox, google docs, etc.. Include commentary – introduce your piece, talk about your work on it, etc…

2) National Etude Day – Each student will perform an etude for the class.  Treat this as a professional performance.  Announce yourself, your etude and then perform in a manner that exudes musicality, confidence and intelligence.  If for any reason, you are not at this class you need to send a video of your etude to be watched at the assigned class time.

3) Duets with D – Each student will choose, prepare and perform a duet with Dr. Little this semester.  The duets will be performed in studio class or on a studio recital as chosen by Dr. Little (considerations for the recital include quality of piece and playing).

4) Double (triple) Tonguing Challenge – 1) 2 octave natural minors/Double Tongued/double notes AFAP, 2) Reichert #1 - Double Tongued AFAP 3) Reichert #2 – Triple Tongued AFAP

5) Written Assignments

· Flute Family Tree

· Program Notes for ALL performed repertoire for the semester

6) All Major, harmonic, melodic, natural and chromatic scales.  Additional Scales, finger exercises, etudes and/or orchestral exercises as chosen by each individual student and the instructor.

7) Technique juries will take place sometime during the last week of classes or finals week.  You will be graded and included as a percentage of your final grade.
